Francois Paul Bossier Jr. 1758-1829 one of 9 born to Francois Bossier Sr. and Rosayle Charlotte 
Barre.  Grandson of first settler Jean Baptiste Dit Lebrun Bossier 1676 Notre Dame France to 
1745 Natchitoches Post, who helped to build the first fort and survived an Indian attack with his 
family within the fort at Natchitoches. Francois Jr. married Marie Pelagie Lambre and was the 
father of Sen Pierre Evariste Jean Baptiste Bossier 1797-1844 (Died of suffering from 
Consumption for a long time) Served on U.S. Senate for Louisiana 1833-1843. Namesake of 
Bossier Parish and City. Was also in a famous Duel at Natchitoches, The Bossier/Gaiennie Duel.
