The Tale of the Turtle

When we think of submarines, our thoughts may go back as far as World War | but the idea of
submarines goes back long before that. Englishman William Bourne is widely credited with putting
the first submarine design on paper in 1578, Magnus Pagehus is credited with building the first one in
1605 (but |t falled) and Dutchman Cornelius Drebbel is credited with building the first submarine that

3 - actually worked in 1620.

However, it was during the American Revolution when a sub-
- marine, designed and built by American David Bushnell, was first
- used to attack an enemy warship.

2 David Bushnell was a graduate of Yale College who became an

" inventor in colonial America. His sub-marine design was egg-
' shaped, about seven feet tall and rode upright in the water. It
 resembled a sea turtle floating upright and thus was nick-named the
Turtle.

Bushnell tested his device several times in the Connecticut River
before proceeding with its first combat mission. His brother, Ezra
Bushnell, piloted the device during these test trials, however, Ezra
. died the night before the mission was to be carried out. Several
~ colonial soldiers had been trained to operate the Turtle and upon
“ | Ezra Bushnell’s untimely death, a sergeant in the Continental Army,
. Ezra Lee, was chosen to operate the submarine on its historic

. mission.

On the nlght of September 7, 1776, Sergeant Lee crawled into the Turtle to attempt the first
submarine attack in history. The target was believed to be the HMS Eagle, a British warship in New
York Harbor which was moored to an island, the one that the Statue of Liberty is now on.

He kept the Turtle at surface level and rode the tide until he got near the British ship. When he
approached the ship, he submerged the Turtle by operating a valve with his foot to let water into a
chamber at the bottom of the vessel. He maneuvered the Turtle directly under the ship using two
hand- cranked propellers, one for horizontal movement and one for vertical.

‘ Using another hand crank, he tried to screw a mine into the
ship’s hull. The mine used clock work for time delayed detonation.

Unfortunately, the drill did not penetrate the ship because it
struck an iron bracket.

An Account of The
Continental Congress’s
Revolutionary War Representative
In New Orleans
by C. Ward Bond

Oliver Pollock became an American when independence
was declared from England in 1776. He was a citizen of
New Orleans and a wealthy merchant. Few of Pollock’s
personal papers exist. Ironically, they were destroyed in the
1860’s by soldiers of the nation he had helped to form 85
years earlier. Therefore, we probably shall never know why
this man, located 1,000 miles from the rebelling colonies
and living under the secure regime of the Spanish in
Louisiana, decided to risk his all, including his life, for the
American cause. Surely, it was not immortality he sought,
nor position or self-aggrandizement. In a letter to the
Continental Congress in 1782, he wrote . . .
“I have the pleasure to reflect that from the
beginning to the end I was deaf to every motive
except an ardent appreciation for our righteous
cause . ..” (1)

Later in his life in a request to the Virginia legislature, he
wrote . . .
“From the opening of the Revolution, my soul
panted for the success of the American arms,
nor could I omit any opportunity of manifest-
ing the sincerity and ardor of those feelings,
when it was in my power to be useful either to
the public interest or to any individuals who
had embarked their fortunes and their lives in
an enterprise so hazardous and so glorious ... (2)

Less than three months after the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, Oliver Pollock purchased, fitted, and dispatched a
vessel up the Mississippi River loaded with 9,000 pounds of
gun power destined for Fort Pitt, Pennsylvania. Later, he
noted to his satisfaction that the shipment ‘“not only
arrived in safety, but was a signal and seasonable supply.”

Though happy to serve without pay, he requested that the
Continental Congress give him some official title so that if
he were captured by the British, he would be treated as a
prisoner of war. In making his request, he stated . . .
“Permit me therefore to make tender of my
hearty services and assure you that my conduct
shall ever be such as to merit confidence and
approbation of the country to whom I owe
everything but my birth . ..”

On June 12, 1777, he was appointed Agent of the
Continental Congress in New Orleans. Additionally, he was
appointed by the Colony of Virginia as their Agent in New
Orleans.

Oliver Pollock influenced first, Governor Luis de Unzaga
and then Governor Bernardo de Galvez for the American
cause, He wrote Congress . . .
“My eagerness to seize every opportunity of
serving my country has led me into such
frequent importunities to Governor Unzaga
that I have just reason to fear his displea-
17, L

Far from causing his displeasure, we find that when Unzaga
turned over Louisiana to Galvez, he described Pollock as a
“faithful and zealous American” in whom Galvez “might
place implicit confidence”. Pollock noted that the new
governor “gave me the delightful assurance that he would
g0 to every possible length for the interest of Congress''.

In 1778, a secret committee of Congress sent a naval
contingent under Captain James Willing to New Orleans to
disrupt activities of the British in West Florida. Pollock
persuaded Galvez to give them harbor. Galvez and Pollock
aided in the sale of plunder collected by Captain Willing in
West Florida.

Pollock, using his own funds, fitted out the captured British
corvette Rebecca to engage British ships on the lower
Mississippi River and lakes Pontchartrain and Maurepas.
This ship was renamed the Morris, after Pollock’s friend,
Robert Morris, of Philadelphia. In a remarkable action on
Lake Ponchartrain, Captain William Pickles and the Morris
crew captured the larger British sloop, the West Florida. He
thus achieved domination of the Louisiana lakes, discourag-
ing thoughts of a possible British attack by water on New
Orleans and aiding greatly in the capture of the colony of
West Florida. The Morris was sunk in a hurricane only a few
days before it was to join the forces of Galvez against the
British at Baton Rouge.

One result of the naval victories, not widely appreciated,
was that people residing at the time in the Lacombe area
became some of the first citizens of the new American
nation. Captain Pickles administered to them an oath
written by Pollock and reading in part . . .”

“We do hereby acknowledge ourselves to be

natives as well as true and faithful subjects of

the United Independent States of North Ameri-

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Another activity had competed for Pollock's attentio
during this period and was to lead to his eventu:
bankruptey. As the Agent in New Orleans of the Commor
wealth of Virginia, he was called upon by that governmen
to honor the drafts and invoices for supplies submitted b
George Rogers Clark throughout the latter's campaigr
instigated by Virginia, in the upper Mississippi Valley
Pollock’s support ultimately exceeded $300,000 contrik
uted to the American cause, ranking in significance wit
Robert Morris.

By the fall of 1779, his credit was exhausted, hi
possessions and property were gone, and his family wa
destitute. It was at this time that Bernardo de Galve
decided to move against the British forces at Baton Rouge
Oliver Pollock again rose to the challenge. He departed wit’
Galvez, accompanied by nine Americans and 1,500 Spar
iards and Louisianians only days after a hurricane ha
destroyed his home and the vessel Morris, In a campaign o
25 days, the forts at Manchac (Fort Bute) and Baton Roug
(Fort New Richmond) were taken by the Galvez forces
Galvez wrote that Pollock . .. “attended me in person unti
the surrender...” After the action, Galvez tried to ge
Pollock to accept a commission in the Spanish Army
Pollock, of course, refused. He later wrote . . .

“I felt it my duty to deecline this offer, the

feeble services which, with nine brother Ameri-

cans, I had been able to render were under the

banners of America. We took them with us into

the field . .. (9

Pollock had urged the capture of Baton Rouge by thi
Americans and thus was only partly satisfied to see it fal
into Spanish hands. He wrote to Congress only a fev
months before Galvez’s march ., .. "

"I cannot imagine what has deterred vou from

sending an expedition this way before now. As

it surely must come sooner or later, I live in

hopes as | make no doubt you know the value

of West Florida too well to give it up by treaty

or anywise to any power on earth .,." (5)

Pollock had no way of knowing that implicit in the alliance
with France earlier that year was the understanding that the
United States would not expand its boundaries bevond the
thirteen original colonies. (6)

At this point, years of struggle lay ahead of Pollock ir
seeking reimbursement for the funds he had advanced ic
the Congress and the colony of Virginia.

In November of 1779, Thomas Jefferson, then Governor of
Virginia, wrote to Bernardo deGalvez . . |
“We have contracted considerable debt at New
Orleans with Mr. Pollock, besides what is due
your state. ..

He went on to explain that Virginia had no way of
immediate repayment of the advances to Pollock saying. .
“In this situation of things, we cannot but
contemplele the distress of that gentleman
brought on him by services rendered to us, with

the utmost concern- .. " (7)

He would experience the horrors or debtors prison in
Havana while there as an Agent for the United States, Only
the intervention of his old friend and then Viceroy of
Mexico, Bernardo de Galvez, saved him from years of
undeserved confinement. He would be accusr 1 of having
profiteered during the war, an accusation utterly false and
later withdrawn but deeply hurtful. He would still be found
petitioning Congress for final payment of his advances
twenty years after the end of the war. And vet, Oliver
Pollock miraculously managed to re-establish himself and

repay all those who had lent him money for the American
cause,

We know little of the last twenty-five years of his life. . He
ran for Congress once in Pennsylvania and was defeated. He
spent much of the latter part of that time in Pinkneyville,
Mississippi with his daughter and son-in-law. It was there he
died in 1823, His grave, located at Pinkneyville in 1941,
was identified with the simple stone marker of the
American Veteran.

Dr. James A. James has traced the development of the
dollar sign to Oliver Pollock’s books. He shows how
Pollock’s mark for the peso or piastre, which equaled one
dollar, evolved to the double shank of a “P" superimposed
by an “8". Pollock used this symbol in his correspondence
with Robert Morris, who used it interchangably with
“dolls” or “dls” or “ds” — early symbols for the dollar.

CHARACTERS WITH HISTORY - COLONEL ANZA

Colonel Anza, chief of the Spanish cavalry in the American
West

Founder of the mythical Cuera Dragons and the city of San Francisco
Antonio Pérez Henares - 11/01/2021

The first great battle of cavalry troops in the American West,
between Indians and whites, has never been recreated in the
cinema, nor have its horsemen appeared on any screen. The
essential reason is that the whites were Spanish, they were
not commanded by an arrogant and madman named Custer,
and they also emerged victorious, establishing a peace that
lasted a whole century. They were not soldiers of the 7th
cavalry, who ended up massacred due to the stupidity of their
chief, but Colonel Anza's Cuera Dragons who annihilated the

troops of the bloodthirsty Comanche chief Greenhorn whom
they killed in combat.

The Dragons of the King or Cuera were a mythical cavalry corps on the northern border of New
Mexico that guarded an immense territory, protected the peaceful Indians who lived in it, the
Apache tribes among them, from the attacks of looters and formidable Comanches,
establishing a line of forts, origin of the thousand films, which they called Presidios. His
colorful uniform, his hat, his rifle on the saddle, his beautiful saddles and his ease on
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horseback proclaimed his origin: Spanish. And therefore neither epics, nor cameras, nor
heroes, nor Ford, nor Wayne, nor Cooper. | forget. And thank you, lest a fellow filmmaker
come out spilling mud on his memory.

His boss was Colonel Juan Bautista Anza, Spanish, but also a pure Mexican, born in Fronteras
(Sonora-New Spain) in 1736, as were his parents who were also born there after the arrival of
his grandparents from Spain, specifically of Hernani (Guipuzcoa). His father, captain of the
viceregal Army, left him an orphan shortly after he was three years old when he fell in combat
against the Apaches and Juan Bautista was already enlisted as a cadet at 15 to be promoted to
captain after years of hardening in that harsh and rugged territory, present-day Sonora. and
Arizona, against the most fierce Indian tribes of Apaches and other Indian ethnic groups that
finally ended up signing peace with the
Spanish.

It was then that the viceroy entrusted him
with the mission of leaving for the north
and looking for routes and establishing
roads and settlements towards Alta
California. He was 38 years old when he
set out for the first time in command of an
expedition with 20 soldiers, 11 servants, 3

priests, 65 cows and bulls, 35 mules and

P o 140 horses. He crossed the Colorado River,

?;5,,/ i managing to do so through one of the few
Colonel Anza, chief of the Spanish cavalry in the American West steps of its impressive canyons, that of
Yuma, because of his friendship with the Indians of that tribe. It was a successful expedition
where he mapped and marked places to settle, including Los Angeles, where just over five
years later 11 Hispanic families would stay, of which only two were made up exclusively of
white Spaniards, the others being from the more varied crosses and crossbreeds, which
founded the great Californian city today.

Already with the rank of lieutenant colonel he undertook successive expeditions in which he
demonstrated how to read and survive in such harsh terrain. He used to divide his journey into
three groups separated from each other for a day's march to give time for the water sources
from which they were supplied to fill up. In the course of them he arrived at the estuary of the

port of San Francisco and there he set the place for a prison and a mission, thus becoming the
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founder of the now so-called city of San Francisco, as he did shortly after with San José, which

also owes its existence as such.

In these journeys, he already took 240 people with him, including soldiers, settlers and friars,
as well as 385 cows and bulls and 695 horses and mules that are the origin of the impressive

cattle and horse herd in California.

Recognizing his good work by the viceroy, he called him to the capital, where he arrived with

the chief of the Yumas, and returned with the
appointment of Governor of New Mexico that
extended through the current States of Chihuahua
(Mexico) and New Mexico (USA).

Great difficulties awaited him there. The mighty
Comanche nation, great horsemen who had tamed
the native Mestefios sons of feral horses since
Vazquez Coronado's expeditions, had stormed down
from the Rocky Mountains and were spreading
terror throughout the land. They had caused severe
defeats to the Spanish troops, attacking even some
Presidios and taking by assault the city of Taos (New
Mexico) itself, a commercial center of great
importance on the Santa Fe highway. Their boss,
Cuerno Verde, who had managed to be one Of all
the tribes, imposing himself by force on the rest of

the chiefs, he attacked with fury the rest of the ethnic groups in the area, especially the

Apache tribes.

Anza prepared with seriousness and prudence his expedition against the knowing of the

danger that it entailed. Finally, he set out in search of him with 800 Spanish soldiers, among

them his famous Cuera Dragons and his Indian allies, especially Apaches and Utes. With them

he went in search of the great plains until he reached Maniou Springs (Colorado) in search of

the elusive Comanche chief.

He could not find it, but after skirting the impressive El Capitan, now Pikes Peak, he managed

to surprise one of his parties in its vicinity, defeating it in Colorado Springs.
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But Anza realized that this was not the bulk of the enemy force, composed of a vast number of
warriors that remained intact.

He continued on their trail and after crossing the Arkansas River he finally managed to spot
them. They were returning euphoric from a devastating looting operation in New Mexico
when they ran into their dragons, which managed to close their escape routes. Anza forced
them into battle along the Greenhorn Creek near present-day Pueblo.

The great battle

The fighting was fierce, but Cuera's Dragons ultimately managed to inflict a terrible defeat on
the Comanche horsemen. Greenhorn himself, like many other chiefs, perished in it. Only
scattered groups were able to escape and get to safety, but no longer able to continue
harassing Hispanic positions and populations. Colonel Anza picked up from the battlefield the
famous buffalo forehead that the Comanche chief wears as a pompadour and took it as a sign
of his triumph. The war trophy would be sent to Spain and delivered to King Carlos Ill, who
would send it as a present and unique gift to Pope Pius VI, who received it in 1780 in Rome,
being deposited in the Vatican Museum, where it is currently located.

After the defeat of Greenhorn and some other Dragon expeditions, the last Comanche chief,
Ecuarecapa, who had always opposed the looting of Greenhorn, understanding that it would
mean the worst for his nation in the long run, requested and signed peace with the Governor
of New Mexico. The so-called La Paz de Anza lasted for about a century.

Some experienced soldiers

The Cuera Dragons, protagonists of all that incident, were formed, under the orders of Anza
himself and other officials, at the San Ignacio de Sonora Academy and from there they left for
their destinations on the border. In their care was an untold territory from New Mexico,
Arizona, Texas and the Comancheria to California, with its Presidios of San Antonio, El Alamo,
Socorro, Albuquerque, Taos, Santa Fe, Tucson or Monterrey.

A recent novel, Comanche, by the renowned author Jestis Maeso, has glossed over their
adventures and their stamp and has attracted the attention of the great painter Augusto
Ferrer Dalmau, who has portrayed them with their Spanish horses and their colorful blue
uniform with red trim, bowtie and bandana, blue cape and riding boots. The shield of Spain
was printed on their rodela, they wore a wide-brimmed Cordovan hat and covered themselves
with a hard leather vest without sleeves that served as a certain protection against Indian
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arrows. Each Cuera Dragon was given six race horses for their care and use, which they had to
attend personally, assisted by two servants. His weapons consisted of a regulatory saber of the
Spanish cavalry, a pike, two flintlock pistols and especially his famous Brow Bess rifle. His
discipline, endurance, knowledge of the terrain and companionship made them fearsome. And
as it must be said, they joined their bravery and threw out the terror they caused, as they
were the first to fool the dead enemies.

Colonel Juan Bautista Anza remained as governor of New Mexico until 1788 and when he was
about to move to Tucson he died suddenly. He was married but left no children.

His memory is present in the city where he died, Arizpe (New Mexico, where his mausoleum is
located in the colonial church of the time). Several places are named after him and he has
some dedicated statue.In San Francisco, he has a street named after him Anza Street,
although perhaps the most beautiful recognition of his figure is the Juan Bautista de Anza
National Historic Trail in California and Arizona, administered by the United States National
Park Service. The Desierto Anza-Borrego State Park also honors his memory.
